Google‌ ‌Classroom‌ ‌and‌ ‌enter‌ ‌the‌ ‌class‌ ‌code‌ ‌provided‌ ‌by‌ ‌the‌ ‌class‌ ‌teacher.‌‌ ‌  

If‌ ‌you‌ ‌cannot‌‌log‌‌into‌‌Google‌‌Classroom,‌‌more‌‌often‌‌than‌‌not,‌‌your‌‌own‌‌email‌‌                           

account‌‌is‌‌logged‌‌in‌‌on‌‌the‌‌background‌‌of‌‌your‌‌computer/tablet.‌‌Log‌‌out‌‌of‌‌all‌‌                           

accounts‌ ‌when‌ ‌you‌‌are‌‌setting‌‌up‌‌Google‌‌Classroom.‌‌Only‌‌emails‌‌that‌‌finish‌‌in‌‌

-‌ ‌People‌ ‌-‌ ‌This‌ ‌is‌ ‌a‌ ‌list‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌class‌ ‌members‌‌ ‌  

-‌ ‌Stream‌ ‌-‌ ‌This‌ ‌is‌ ‌where‌ ‌messages‌ ‌and‌ ‌assignments‌ ‌are‌ ‌posted‌‌ ‌  

-‌ ‌Classwork‌ ‌-‌ ‌This‌ ‌is‌ ‌where‌ ‌the‌‌children‌‌access‌‌all‌‌their‌‌assignments/homework‌‌                       

Submitting‌ ‌work‌ ‌On‌ ‌a‌ ‌web‌ ‌browser‌ ‌-‌ ‌Click‌ ‌add‌ ‌or‌ ‌create.‌ ‌You‌ ‌can‌ ‌help‌ ‌them‌‌                             

attach‌ ‌a‌ ‌photo‌ ‌of‌ ‌their‌ ‌work‌ ‌if‌ ‌required.‌ ‌When‌ ‌they‌‌have‌‌finished‌‌adding‌‌their‌‌                           

work,‌‌click‌‌‘Mark‌‌as‌‌done’‌‌or‌‌‘hand‌‌in’.‌‌The‌‌teacher‌‌can‌‌view‌‌it‌‌at‌‌this‌‌stage.‌‌The‌‌                                 

Google‌‌Classroom‌‌app‌‌has‌‌the‌‌same‌‌options‌‌but‌‌also‌‌the‌‌option‌‌to‌‌take‌‌a‌‌photo‌‌                             

of‌‌the‌‌work‌‌which‌‌should‌‌be‌‌easier.‌‌From‌‌previous‌‌experience,‌‌the‌‌app‌‌seems‌‌to‌‌
